Weekly recycling

Please keep different materials separate in your boxes as this
makes it much easier to sort. Please rinse food cans and jars,
and it helps to squash plastic bottles. Most boxes have grooves
so they can be cross-stacked on top of each other.

Cardboard - Flatten, fold and put out in Box 2. Small amounts
of extra cardboard can be put out in flattened bundles
alongside the box. Take large quantities to

Extra amounts of other materials
can be put out in carrier bags
alongside the boxes.

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Weekly food waste

Food waste makes up over a quarter of the
average household’s bin waste by weight.

You have been given a food waste bin for
weekly collections. The lockable lid can be
opened by moving the handle backwards.
Please lock the lid when putting out for
collection. There is also a smaller kitchen caddy
to store food waste in your home and transfer to

the bin for collection.

Most food waste collected in Somerset is composted and used

on local farms, helping the local economy.

Use newspaper to wrap food waste or line your caddy, or buy
compostable liners (see calendar insert for local suppliers or

visit www.somersetwaste.gov.uk). DO NOT use
plastic bags as they will not compost (even
ones marked “biodegradable”). Food waste
in plastic bags will not be collected.

Wash hands and surfaces after handling food
and store it away from heat with the lid closed.

Fortnightly refuse

Your domestic refuse will be collected
fortnightly. If you have a wheeled bin for
refuse, please use this. The lid should be
closed and only refuse contained in the bin
will normally be collected. Extra refuse on
top or alongside will not normally be taken.

\ If your property is unsuitable for a
wheeled bin, up to 4 sacks of refuse
will be accepted each collection.

Accepted:

Household waste which cannot
be collected for recycling or
composting, such as:
v/ Plastic packaging and film
v/ Vacuum cleaner contfents
v/ Cat, dog or other pet litter
v’ Nappies (please consider
using reusable cloth nappies
instead of disposables,
which are also cheaper in
the long run).
